Windhoek, the capital of Namibia, is encircled by magnificent mountains, expansive valleys, fertile farmlands, 

lodges and luxury guest farms. The landscape of the Greater Windhoek area surrounding this bustling city is 

characterised by vast valleys, thick scrub, rocky hills, and covered in golden savannah. Visitors can explore the 

dry river beds and mountainous scrublands, as well as enjoy birding, leopard-spotting and view large quantities 

of wildlife in the north; visit the more arid eastern part with its olive, potato and date plantations; explore the 

rolling hills of the Khomas Hochland Mountains in the west of the Greater Windhoek area and soak up the epic 

views along a number of scenic passes leading off the high plateau including: Bosua Pass, Gamsberg Pass and 

Spreetshoogte Pass.

Upon arrival a representative of the Car Rental Company will meet you at the airport and transfer you to their 

office in Windhoek, where you will collect and complete your vehicle documents. After collecting your vehicle, 

you will then be met by a consultant from Dream Holiday Tours & Safaris, that will take you through your 

program and hand you your information package. 

Rehoboth 

Located in Hardap, Namibia, about 90 kilometres south of Windhoek, Rehoboth is surrounded by camel thorn, 

sweet-thorn and candle-pod acacia and dotted with several natural hot springs. The area is known not only for 

its striking natural beauty but also its rich heritage - the ancient Baster community, who came across the river to 

settle here in 1870, have a long and interesting history. Plant lovers will be interested to find that some of the 

Acacia Trees here date back around 2000 years. History enthusiasts will delight in the interesting town museum. 

Rehoboth makes for a convenient base for reaching popular destinations such as the Fish River Canyon, 

Sossussvlei, and Hardap Dam.

Visitors will discover 

the world of dunes, the vleis and photographic beauty of the desert. As a highlight of the tour, visitors will enjoy 

an exclusive dune lunch with fine wines, delicious food and ice cold beverages. The experience ends with a hike 

to the Sesriem Canyon and back to the Hoodia Desert Lodge in the 4X4 safari vehicle in the late afternoon. 

 

Dead Vlei 

This ancient clay pan was once an oasis, studded with acacias and fed by a river that suddenly changed course, 

leaving the earth to dry up along with the trees it previously supported. So dry were the climatic conditions that 

the trees never decomposed – instead they were entirely leached of moisture so that today, 900 years later, they 

remain as desiccated, blackened sentinels dotting the pan’s cracked surface. Surrounded by the red-pink dunes 

of the Namibia Desert, they create a surreal spectacle that is a photographer's dream.

Dune 45 

Named for its location 45 kilometres past the town of Sesriem, Dune 45 is renowned for its elegant shape, which 

– along with its position close to the road – have earned it the distinction of ‘most photographed dune in the 

world’. If you’re not keen for the strenuous hike to the top of Big Daddy, Dune 45 is a more forgiving alternative, 

standing at only 80 metres and featuring a much gentler gradient. 

 

Big Daddy 250m 

Big Daddy is the tallest dune in the Sossusvlei area.  This magnificent dune is situated between Sossusvlei and 

Deadvlei and at 325 meters it dwarfs the other dunes. Should you want the ultimate bragging rights, take a lot of 

water and trek to the top of Big Daddy where you can look down onto Deadvlei. 

At 325 meters, Big Daddy may be the highest dune in the Sossusvlei area, however it is not the highest in the 

Namib Desert.  This honour is given to Dune 7, which has been measured at 388m.  Dune 7 earned its name by 

being the 7th dune along the Tsauchab River.

Now a seaside resort town, Swakopmund is the capital of the Skeleton Coast tourism area and has plenty to keep 

visitors happy. The quirky mix of German and Namibian influences, adventure options, laid-back atmosphere and 

cool sea breeze make it a very popular Namibian destination. Visitors can look forward to a number of exciting 

activities including: quad biking, horse riding, paragliding, fishing, sightseeing and fascinating desert tours. 

 

Day Itinerary 

Sesriem - Swakopmund (353km)  

Today you leisurely depart Swakopmund back on the gravel road, with a quick stop at Solitaire where they sell 

the most delicious Apple Pie! On route you will also be passing the tropic of Capricorn sign and YES! You can stop 

for a quick picture!! Walvis bay is our harbour town in which most of the water activities take place, Swakopmund 

is 30kms from Walvis bay.

Tropic of Capricorn 

Located just South of Walvis Bay in Solitaire, is the approximate latitude of the Tropic of Capricorn at 23.5 degrees 

South. The Tropic of Capricorn is one of the 5 major circles of latitude and the southernmost point of latitude 

from where the sun can be seen directly overhead. This point of latitude runs through many other countries such 

as Brazil, Mozambique and Australia to name a few. 

Walvis Bay 

Situated along Namibia's spectacular coastline, just south of Swakopmund, Walvis Bay (Whale Bay) is a thriving 

town, Namibia’s principal harbour and one of the country’s most popular tourist centres. It is known for its 

natural lagoon, striking orange sand dunes and wealth of outdoor activities, including fishing, bird-watching, 

sailing, sandboarding, swimming, surfing and golf. Located just outside town is Dune 7, one of the largest sand 

dunes in the world, offering fantastic views from the crest for those with the energy to climb it. Visitors can look 

forward to a number of activities including: visiting the expansive green and pink salt pans dotted with flocks of 

flamingoes, and jumping on a boat trip to view seals colonies, dolphins and friendly pelicans, while enjoying 

champagne and oysters. 

 

Walvis Bay Lagoon 

Walvis Bay’s calm natural lagoon is a twitcher’s paradise, teeming with roughly 50 species of seabirds, including 

vivid flocks of flamingos, bulky-billed pelicans and glossy black cormorants. It’s also a popular spot for 

windsurfing, kitesurfing and kayaking, while the promenade stretching for three kilometres along the water’s 

edge is a great place for a scenic stroll.

The chances of encountering dolphins, whales, turtles, seals and Mola Mola (sunfish) make the search for the 

marine big 5 and adventurous tour by enjoying sparkling wine, fresh oysters and other mouth-watering snacks 

aboard the spacious and comfortable catamarans. 

 

Living Desert Tours 

The Living Desert Tour is a unique 4x4 adventure which specializes in bringing the desert to life while sharing 

the awesome beauty of the Namib Desert with travellers from all over the world. The coastal dune belt may seem 

barren and lifeless to many people, but in fact it is alive with a fascinating variety of little desert adapted animals, 

which are able to survive on the life-giving fog which consistently rolls in from the cold Atlantic Ocean. 

Come see the Dancing White Lady Spider (Carparachne aureoflava) cartwheel 44 turns per second down a dune 

to escape the enemy. Admire the transparent Namib Dune Gecko (Pachydactylus rangei) with webbed feet that 

are equivalent to snow shoes. Learn about the different beetles and insects and how they survive in the dune 

desert. Follow in the tracks of a legless Lizard (Fitsimmon’s Burrowing Skink), observe Sand Diving Lizards 

(Meroles Anchieta) dancing on the hot sand, Sidewinder Snakes (Perinquey’s Adder), Desert Chameleons and 

many more fascinating creatures. Learn about the geology, structure and formation of the desert, and admire the 

vast and beautiful landscapes while enjoying a scenic dune drive combined with fun and adrenalin.

The Ground Rush Adventure / Skydive Swakopmund team has worked together since 1997 and most of  their 

skydiving instructors have over 4000 jumps. Tandem jumps are available for prospective skydivers with no 

experience. At the drop zone, training is given and jumpers are dressed in appropriate gear before being taken 

up in the aircraft with their tandem master.   

Clients can choose between two video options - the first being a video made by the tandem master with a camera 

attached to his wrist, and the second is made by a cameraman who jumps and flies with the tandem pair and 

takes both video footage and photos.

The same owners and developers of 

Kalahari Bush Breaks Lodge, have the privilege to share their dream come true of an exclusive destination on the 

edge of the Namib Desert, which started some 14 years ago. You are invited to indulge in the pleasure and passion 

for friendly service in a relaxed ambiance. 

The lodge is situated on the northern periphery of the Spitzkoppe inselberg, between huge granite boulders, 

which were created more than 150 million years ago, with breath-taking views onto the Brandberg and Erongo 

Mountains. The stylish, private accommodation consists of 15 spacious, tastefully furnished chalets, each with a 

private bathroom and outside viewing deck, which connects the guest with the vast stretches of untouched sand 

and boulders beyond. 

Situated on the inland edge of the Namib Desert, the climate of the Spitzkoppe Conservation Area is arid, with a 

mean annual rainfall of 50mm and a high evaporation rate of 3200mm per annum. Most rainfall occurs 

between January and April, and with the granite outcrops being impermeable, rainfall-runoff collects at the foot 

of the outcrops creating unique micro-habitats for woody plants to grow in an otherwise arid area.

Mowani Mountain Camp, Twyfelfontein 
 

 

Set in the Kunene Region of northwestern Namibia, Twylfelfontein is a spectacularly scenic area, featuring one 

of the largest and most important concentrations of rock art in Africa. The name ‘Twyfelfontein’ translates to 

‘Fountain of Doubt’, which refers to the perennial spring situated in the impressive Huab valley flanked by the 

slopes of a sandstone table mountain. It was this spring that attracted Stone Age hunters over six thousand years 

ago, and it was during this time that the extensive group of rock engravings and paintings were produced. Visitors 

can look forward to basing themselves at some wonderfully shady campsites along the Aba-Huab riverbed, while 

exploring over thirty different sites of these sacred records of ritual practices relating to traditional hunter-

gatherer communities.

The area is home to 17 rock 

art sites, which collectively encompass 212 engraved stone slabs. There are an additional 13 sites displaying rock 

paintings.

Sustainable eco-tourism and community upliftment is of the utmost importance at 

Mowani. Guides from the local tribes compliment day-time game drives to track mountain zebra, kudu, 

springbok, klipspringer and if you are fortunate enough... the leopard! The adventurer in me took over at Mowani. 

Days were filled with game drives, hot air balloon trips over the Aba-Huab Valley, champagne breakfasts and al 

fresco meals amidst the dusky landscape beneath Mopani trees.

Our Grootberg Conservancy has 

been recognised by the Ministry of Environment and Tourism as a rhino custodian, and huge endeavours to 

protect this highly poached species continue.

Etosha is protected by the Etosha Pan National Park 

surrounded by savannah plains and woodlands supporting large herds of elephants. When dry, the pan sustains 

little life except for the algae that gives it its distinctive colour, and migratory birds that use it as a pit stop, but 

with heavy rain it becomes a shallow lake where flamingos breed, pelicans wade and feed, and a variety of 

mammal species come to quench their thirst, including leopards, lions, white rhinos, hunting dogs and antelopes.
